by retrieving research-friendly result lists based on keyword, such as related chapters from different books, or all chapters from one book.�


by providing a source of expository reading material that encourages critical thinking and response.�


by correlating state standards and benchmarks to each article of the 28,000 articles in the database, giving you with easily-identified standards-based content.�


by providing a source of supplementary reading material to complement a course of study, or a difficult textbook.�


by offering leveled reading materials to match individual student needs. All full text articles are assigned a reading level indicator known as a Lexile. �


by providing high-interest materials to motivate readers. Results can also be sorted by high school, middle school, or elementary school.
