ideas for environmentally sound
practices at EP.

The Green Zone evolved from dis-

cussions about how we can facili-

tate the practice of environmental

soundness at work. Let’s face it,
we're all busy and it takes extra energy, thought, and/or
steps to use less, recycle and conserve. For the company,
it typically costs additional money to purchase environ-
mentally sound products.

By now, you may have noticed the new Green Zone
signage that has appeared around EP.

Being an environmentally-conscious company has long been a guid-
ing directive of EBSCO Publishing. Even though such goals have
not always been as visible as they have become recently,
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EP has always tried to implement new initiatives that
help the company operate in a more efficient and envi-
ronmentally-sound manner. The following items are but
a sampling of the many initiatives spearheaded by the
facilities department over the past few years:

¢ EP currently recycles cardboard, mixed paper (maga-
zines, newspapers, etc.), plastic bottles, and cans.

* Many lightbulbs have been changed from incandes-
cent to high-efficiency fluorescents, and most areas have
N been equipped with either timers or motion and sound

sensors that shut off the lights when not occupied.

* When old HVAC units have needed updating, they
have been replaced with the most energy-efficient units

So what is the Green Zone? It is simply a culture, an attitude, a
mindset, a way of life. It's EP’s way of doing business.

Green Zone Update

The response to the first article on EP’s “green” initia-
tives has been overwhelmingly positive. Knowing that so
many employees are committed to minimizing our im-
pact on the environment is very encouraging.

Briefly, I would like to provide a few quick updates as to
some of our current initiatives:

¢ Individual Recycling Bins — EP has pur-
chased individual paper recycling bins for
every employee. This will make it more
convenient for each of us to recycle all of
our paper waste. It will be the responsibil-
ity of each employee to periodically empty
their personal bin into the large green or
blue recycling bins when necessary.

e Cardboard Recycling — “Paperboard”,
such as cereal boxes, can now be placed in
the green recycling bins along with other
acceptable paper products (new posters
are being placed by the bins with an up-
dated list of acceptable items). Corrugated
cardboard may also be deposited in the
green recycling bins provided that it is
broken down first.

available at the time of installation.
* Construction of the Collins Building included the installation
of an Energy Management System that will potentially save the
company over 20% in costs and energy consumption per year.
* Additional Energy Management Systems are scheduled to be in-
stalled in the Riverside and Old Mill Buildings.
* The paper products used in our bathrooms and kitchenettes are
made of 100% recycled paper.

Into the future, EP’s goal is to continue to grow as a company while
simultaneously making a positive impact on the environment. In
today’s business climate, some feel that successful growth and en-
vironmental stewardship are often mutually exclusive concepts.
However, here at EP we believe the opposite to be true. In order to
be truly successful in the long term, a company needs to proactively
take care of the land and resources that have helped to sustain the
company through its many years of development.

e Bottle/Can Recycling — New bins for
bottles and cans have been placed in nu-
merous locations around the EP campus in
order to make recycling such items more
convenient for employees. Please be sure
to place your empty bottles/cans into these
bins on a daily basis. Leaving empty, un-
rinsed bottles and cans around your work-
space will attract unwanted pests.

e Recycled Printer/Copier Paper — We
have identified an acceptable brand of
recycled paper for use in most of our
printers and copiers. The current plan
is to gradually switch over to this new
recycled paper as our current stock of
paper is used up.

We will be looking at adding some additional options, such as com-
muting options on the HR EPICENTER site, and in new hire packets.

e Vending Machines — EP is in the
process of installing “Vending Mi-
sers” on the vending machines and
coolers around the campus. These
inexpensive devices control the flow
of electricity to the vending machines
and help to reduce energy consump-
tion by up to 50%.

e Hybrid Cars — EP has taken the nec-
essary steps to gradually convert its
fleet of company-owned cars (US &
Canada) over to Toyota Camry Hy-
brids. As existing company cars reach
the end of their serviceable lifespan,
they will be replaced with a new hy-
brid car.
